PROGRAM: This scholarship has been established by the Dewitt County Soil and Water Conservation District (DSWCD) to assist outstanding agriculture or Natural Resources students in the completion of their education at any Illinois college. The student awarded the scholarship should demonstrate superior agriculture or Natural Resource academic achievement, commitment to soil and water conservation and potential for innovation and/or leadership ability. The DSWCD Scholarship is awarded in the fall semester of the academic year. The fall 2015 award will be $500.

HISTORY: The DeWitt County Soil & Water Conservation District was organized and granted a charter on February 8, 1943. The first meeting of record to organize the district board was held on March 16, 1943. The first directors were listed as: Robert Armstrong, Jr., Noble Dawson, Lloyd Phares, Lester Finfrock and Henry Wrage. Those elected to office at that meeting were:

Currently, the District’s governing body consists of five directors, who must be owners or occupiers of land within the district boundaries. Each director is elected for a two-year term at the district’s annual meeting, which is held in January or February. Associate directors may also be appointed to assist with District programs or policies.

4. Submit official transcript

5. Acceptance letter from community college or university
